Blues singer
Bessie Smith said, “I've been poor,
and I've been rich. Rich is better.”
Despite all the cautions about the
dangers of wealth in scripture, few
people set out to be poor, not even
for the sake of the Kingdom. It's easy
to point fingers at those richer than
ourselves and say they’re in trouble
with God and feel pretty smug
ourselves because we’re not in the
Fortune 500. But the danger is not in
possessing money or things. The
danger is in things possessing us. No
one wants to be poor, but when we
believe it is our stuff that makes us
matter, we just have to ask whether
our stuff makes a difference to God.
